Lake, Gravelbourg, Gull Lake, Indian Head, Kamsack, Kipling, Lanigan, Leader, Maple Creek, Pilot

Butte, Raymore, Shaunavon, Stoughton, Watson and Wynyard.

Successful proponents will be selected through a Request for Proposal (RFP) process. There is
one opportunity available in each of the 20 communities.

“This is the fourth and final round of RFPs to be released as we transition to an expanded private
liquor retail system in the province,” Minister responsible for the Saskatchewan Liquor and
Gaming Authority Don McMorris said. “As with the third round, successful proponents for these

locations will have the option to operate an integrated or standalone retail operation.”

e Swimming

e tubing, wakeboarding or skiing

e other forms of recreation where people come in direct contact with the water
e allowing pets or livestock in the water

e eating fish from the river
