ALMOST 25 TIMES THE SIZE OF SASKATOON 

 

Fifty four communities are under full or partial evacuation due to the wildfire threat or 

smoke.  Our thoughts and prayers go out to the thousands of people who have been 

evacuated due to the fires.  To the many courageous firefighters, volunteers and 

everyone who are working vigilantly to help save homes and communities in the north, 

thank you.  We pray for your safety as you continue to courageously battle the fires 

that have affected so many. 

 

"Whenever there is an event like this the budget is not the thing to look at because the 

budget becomes whatever it takes for the appropriate response, whatever it takes to 

protect people first then property, buildings, value assets as they call them. And we'll 



find those dollars," Premier Brad Wall said.

INDEPENDENT TEACHER REGULATORY BOARD 
CREATED 

 
Education Minister Don Morgan announced that The Registered Teachers 

Act (the Act) has been proclaimed into force, which establishes the Saskatchewan 

Professional Teachers Regulatory Board (SPTRB).  Under the Act, the SPTRB will be 

responsible for teacher certification and discipline in Saskatchewan.  This will provide 

for a single, independent organization to administer the regulatory process. 

 

“Our government is pleased that we have moved one step closer to providing 

Saskatchewan teachers with the same authority and responsibility as other self-

regulated professions in the province, resulting in a more transparent and clear 

process,” Morgan said.  “The education stakeholders who have worked with us 

throughout this transition deserve credit for having the leadership and vision to come 

together and help establish the SPTRB, which will not only protect the integrity of the 

teaching profession but continue to protect our most valuable resource – the 

students.”
