PUTTING PATIENTS FIRST: LEGISLATION TO IMPROVE
PROTECTION OF HEALTH INFORMATON

Saskatchewan residents will benefit from strengthened protection of personal health records and
increased accountability of trustees and employees responsible for protecting those records,
effective June 1. Trustees are individuals and organizations that have personal health
information under their custody and control.

Amendments to The Health Information Protection Act (HIPA) result from government’s support
of recommendations from the Health Records Protection Working Group. The group’s report,
released in 2014, included recommended changes to HIPA to help enforce trustees’
responsibilities under the Act, to address possible gaps in the legislation, and to put a system in

place to deal with the discovery of unsecured health records.

“We take seriously our responsibility to protect the privacy of Saskatchewan residents’ personal
health information,” Health Minister Dustin Duncan said. “l want to thank the working group for
their commitment to ensuring patient records are kept secure and confidential. We share that
commitment and are making the changes needed to strengthen the privacy of personal health

records of Saskatchewan residents.”
