MORE PHYSICIANS BEGIN PRACTISING IN SASKATCHEWAN

Fifteen new doctors are practising in Saskatchewan, thanks to the most recent results of the

Saskatchewan International Physician Practice Assessment (SIPPA) program.

Since the program began in 2011, close to 180 new family physicians have completed the

assessment and are currently practising in the province.

SIPPA is a made-in-Saskatchewan program that assesses International Medical Graduates (IMGSs)
on their medical education and clinical ability before allowing them to practise medicine in the

province.

“We welcome these new doctors and their families to our growing province,” Rural and Remote
Health Minister Greg Ottenbreit said. “SIPPA is one of many ways we’re ensuring Saskatchewan
residents get better access to physician care. In total, there are more than 400 more doctors

practising in the province than there were eight years ago.”

MAJOR REHABILITATION PROJECT SET TO BEGIN ON
OVERPASS IN SASKATOON

The overpass on Highway 16 over Idylwyld Drive in the northwest part of Saskatoon will be
getting a $2.7 million rehabilitation and upgrade this season.

Work includes upgrades to barriers and guardrails, internal structural repairs and concrete

replacement. Crews will also remove and rebuild the paved surface of the bridge.

The overpass will be closed throughout the duration of this project, which is expected to start in

early July and finish up in the fall of this year.

“The overpass handles about 7,800 vehicles a day,” Highways and Infrastructure Minister Nancy
Heppner said. “This project will ensure the overpass is sound for years to come as traffic in
Saskatoon continues to grow.”
