Today, Education Minister Don Morgan, Advanced Education Minister Kevin 

Doherty, and University of Saskatchewan Interim President Gordon Barnhart 

gathered to celebrate the start of construction for the university’s newest child 

care centre.  The Government of Saskatchewan has committed $1.3 million 

toward the $4.6 million project. 



 

The new facility will accommodate 90 child care spaces, bringing the total 

number of licensed child care spaces on the university campus to 200. 

 

“Our government recognizes that providing parents with access to high 

quality child care is important for a strong economy,” Morgan said.  “This new 

facility will give parents at the university convenient access to child care so 

they can focus on furthering their education and taking advantage of the 

employment opportunities in Saskatchewan.”

Saskatchewan had the highest percentage year-over-year wage growth in the 

country in January 2015, up 4.9 per cent over January 2014 (seasonally 

adjusted), well ahead of the 3.0 per cent growth posted nationally, according 

to Statistics Canada

to increase wages for Saskatchewan people,” Immigration, Jobs, Skills and 

Training Minister Jeremy Harrison said.  “Compared to other jurisdictions in 

Canada, we are continuing to do very well.”

USE BY MINORS 

 
Saskatchewan plans to develop regulations that will prohibit the use of indoor 

tanning beds by youth under 18 years of age. 

 

The regulations are expected to be finalized in time for implementation in 

summer 2015. 

 

“Our government’s goal is to protect the health of Saskatchewan residents,” 

Health Minister Dustin Duncan said.  “Our young people are particularly 

vulnerable to the effects of indoor tanning, and this is one way we can help 

them lower their risk of melanoma.”
