RESIDENTS SHOULD TAKE PRECAUTIONS DURING TICK
SEASON

Saskatchewan people are reminded that warmer weather brings an increased risk of
tick bites for those who spend time outdoors. Ticks are out from early spring until

early October, particularly in tall grass, brush or wooded areas.

Precautionary measures include the following:

e Wear pants, long-sleeved shirts and shoes that don’t show your feet.

e Pull socks over your pant legs to prevent ticks from crawling up your legs.

e Wear light-coloured clothes so ticks can be seen easily.

e Useinsect repellents that contain DEET or Icaridin. Apply repellent to clothes

as well as your skin. Always read and follow the directions.



e Shower or bathe within two hours of being outside to wash off loose ticks.

e Do “full body” tick checks daily on yourself, your children and pets.
