The McOrmond Drive and College Drive interchange will open to traffic on Wednesday, October 17, 

2018, alleviating congestion on priority roads that have become busier as the city continues to grow. 

“Once open, traffic at the McOrmond Drive and College Drive intersection will be free flowing with all 

interchange ramps operational,” says Bryan Zerebeski, the City’s manager for the Saskatoon 

Interchange Project. “Due to a wet September, some work surrounding the interchange will now 

resume in the spring.” 

Southbound traffic on McOrmond Drive exiting onto College Drive will continue to use the existing 

ramp. All traffic exiting from College Drive onto McOrmond Drive northbound and southbound must

The Targeted Mineral Exploration Incentive is designed to cover a portion of expenditures associated 

with ground-based exploration activities.  It offers a rebate of 25 per cent of eligible direct drilling 

costs, up to an annual maximum of $50,000 per company on a pro-rated basis.  The incentive will 

focus on base metals, precious metals and diamonds - commodities that have significant unrealized 

potential in the province. 

 

“As part of the Mineral Development Strategy announced in the 2017 Speech from the Throne, this 

incentive will help generate jobs in our northern and rural mining communities,” Energy and 

Resources Minister Bronwyn Eyre said.
